Sterilization Project in Kryvyi Rih, Ukraine

Our next major initiative is a sterilization campaign
in Kryvyi Rih.

We are currently in the planning phase, and we
expect to begin the sterilization of 25 animals in
the coming months.

This project aims to curb the overpopulation of
stray animals, improving both animal welfare and
public health.

Why is this so important?

Each sterilized animal means fewer kittens and
puppies born to life on the streets, and controlling
the stray population is our responsibility to
society.
