Sterilization Project in Cherkasy, Ukraine

Our animal sterilization initiative in Cherkasy is making
steady progress, focusing on both stray animals and pets
from low-income families.

In March, we sponsored 23 procedures — including 1 male
cat, 11 pregnant female cats, and 11 other females. As the
demand keeps growing, we’ve extended our agreement
with the veterinary clinic and are now aiming for a total of
65 sterilizations through this program.

With your continued support, we can not only reach this
goal — but bring the Initiative to other cities across

Ukraine, where help is urgently needed.

To meet this growing demand, our team has moved into a
larger space and is scaling operations — allowing us to
process more requests, extend our reach, and provide
more consistent support.

Our goal is to deliver long-term care: sterilization,
nutrition, and medical aid for animals suffering due to the
ongoing war.
